Fascinating Fez

When the most hnpcrial of all Morocco’s cities welcomes its guests, it is to have them
experience an altoge‘cher unique art of living for themselves. Fez is nothing less than a
great open-air museum, on equal terms with V. enice, Florence and Athens as an example
of 1iving world heritage. The subtle sumptuousness of its palaces, the richness of its
museums, the solemn grandeur of its meclersas, home to the greatest sages of the city’s
Golden Age, and the magni{icent profusion of its mosques, each one raised in devout
homagc to the glory of God - for all those who love art and cul’curc, these many wonders

are an irresistible and ever open invitation to discovery.

The Kingdomys spiritual and cultural centre, city of a thousand and one faces, Fez has
lost none of its splen&our over the centuries, unwavering in its determination to preserve
its traditions and leeep its ancient stones vi})rantly alive. Its medina, a listed UNESCO

World Heritage site, is as unique and authentic as it was over 1200 years ago.

Fez, a melting pot of so many succee(ling cultures, has absorbed the very best from
eacll, in]leriting Arab no})ility, Andalusian sophistication, Jewisll ingenuity, and Berber

tenacity. Its glorious past, its marveﬂously preserved material and immaterial lleritage,

and the timeless aristocracy that lies at the centre of its })eing are all part and parcel of the
fascination that the city holds for all those who visit it to(lay.




The city that founded Morocco

A first overview of 1200
years oflzistary.“

The town of “Madinat Fas” was
founded l)y Idriss T in 789. Twenty
years later, in 809, his SuCcessor, Idriss
11, started work on malzing it his capita.l,
L)mlclmg his royal palace ’c]nere, along
with his mosque, his kissaria (covered
mar]zet), his canals and his city walls.
The site was no haphazard choice,
Leing careﬁlﬂy selec’cej) by the Idrissid
dynas’cy with a canny eye on the future.
Its geograp}]ic location on the fertile
Saiss Plain, in the hollow of a vaﬂey
at the foot of Mount Zalagh, made it
an economic, political, and strategic
crossroacls, and was a decisive factor in

the city’s development and influence.

In 817-818, two successive waves of
new arrivals ]oegan Howing into the city.
800 Andalusian families eXpeﬂed from
Cordoba Ly the Umayya(ls who settled
in Fez and founded the Andalusian

distric’t, a.ncl, soon a&erwar(ls, around
2000 families from Kairouan fled
there to escape Abassid persecution and
created the Quaraouiyine district. Both
groups were to have a major impact
on the city’s future. The newcomers
]:)roug}lt their lenowlcdgc and know-how
with them, along with long experience
of city life. Tt was at their instigation
that Fez was to become an important
urhan centre, whose way of life, so
closcly bound up with Oued Fez, a
river watered L)y some sixty springs, is
somct]ning ofa rarity in the }n'story of

Moroccan cities.

The foundation of the Al Quaraouiyine
university mosque in 857 marks the
start of the city’s Golden Age. The
centuries that followed were years of
unpara.ﬂelecl architectural creation -
mosques, fondouks  (caravanserais),
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The Mellah district

luxurious resiclences, and renowned
medersas (universities) sprang into
Leing. The city saw itself hecome capital
of a vast empire, and aspirecl to yet
dizzier heig}lts, with merchan’cs, artists,
scholars and students from tlnroughout
the world ﬂoclzing to its gates. Its
cultural and spiri‘cual influence was
such that it came to be referred to as

the “Athens of Africa.”

When the Merinids seized power in
the 13th century, they had a new city,
Fez el ]&i(l, built outside the existing
walls to accommodate their palaccs and
the famous Mechouar (a huge square
designecl for ceremonial occasions an,

where the sovereign assembled the city
dignitaries for consultation and a,clvicc).

As capital of the empire, Fez became
the re{:uge of choice for Andalusian
Muslims and Jews, the latter Leing
responsible for the creation of its
Mellah (]ewish quarter). In the 16th
century, under the Saadian clynasty,
the city’s fortunes fell into temporary
dec]jne, and it had to wait until 1666
to regain its lost prestige and rank of
capital.

Over the course of its long and
remarkable Lis’cory, Fez has endowed
itself with a rich and varied architectural
and wban heritage, whose value
has been cleserve(ﬁy recognised L)y
UNESCO in its listing of the city’s
medina as a World Heritage site.



The treasures

From its earliest c[ays,
the city s kistory has
been bound up with the
river upon whose banks
it lies as is evidenced Ly
its wealth o][ magnificent

fountains

of Fez-el-Bali

The whole of the old city, Fez -el-
Bali, is nothing less than a great
open-air museum, with countless
masterpieces of architecture
awaiting your cliscovery in its 9,400
narrow little streets. Among the
10,572 listed builclings of historical
interest it contains, Fez boasts 185
mosques, numerous medersas, and
a seclection of ’cruly magni{‘icen’c
palaces. There are so many sights
that must simply not be left unseen.

Without a dou]at, the most
imposing of all its mosques is the
Quaraouiyine. Founded in &59
]3y Fatima El Fihria and later
enlargecl, it is the very beating
heart of the city. Its name derives
from the district in which it
stands, then inhabited by refugees
from Kairouan. The Andalusian
Mosque dates back to 860, and its
great Ze”ij—adornecl gateway and
carved wooden caves are not to be
missed out on. The Moulay Idriss
Zaouia houses the tomb of the
city’s founder, Moulay Idriss II.

The medersas (Koranic universities)
bear living witness to the ci’cy’s
in’ceuec’cuj and scientific past.
They are the work of the Merinid
sul’cans, and played a prominent
part in ollhca eclucahonal and
cultural {){e Founclecl in the 13th
century, the first to be built was
the Seffarine Meclersa, ou’cstancling
for the restrained elegance of its
decor. The Bou Inania Medersa is
remarkable for the sumptuousness
of its architecture - its wealth of
sculpted stuccowork and carved

cedar WOO(],, and its rich onyx and

marble decor. Ibn Khaldoun taug}lt
there. The El-Attarine Medersa
was built in 1325 and is one of
the wonders of the city, a true
masterpiece, its decor - sculpte&
marble and cauigraphy, cedar wood
arches, inely worked mosaics
and arabesques - of breath- talzlng
clellcacy T?—: Cherratine Medersa
was built L)y Sultan Moulay Rachid
in the 17th century, and could
accommodate up to two hundred
students at a time.

In clays gone })y, the fondouks

(caravanserais)  were mercantile
centres, used as tracling houses, 11o’cels,
and warehouses. Tlley arelocated along
the medina’s major t11orougll£ares
(Talaa el Kibira, Talaa Sghira, Ras
Cllerratine, and Nejjarine) and close
to its main gateways (Bab Bouj]oud,
Bab Elguissa, and Bab FtOLl]fl). The
fountain extends the fondouk into the
square with subtle elegance. Among
the city's 70 monumental pulolic
fountains, many are real masterpieces
of decorative art - the Nejjarine

fountain, along with the one in Souk
Hayelz and the Qouas fountain are
particularly fine examples.

The Batha Palace is now a Museum
of Arts and Traditions, conserving
rich collections of traditional
Fassi artwork, inclucling jeweﬂery,
emhroiclery, carpets,  pottery,
copperware, and wrought iron.

The Nejjarine Museum of Wood
Arts and Crafts is accommodated

in a magniﬁcently restored former
fonclou]z, whose roofto E terrace
affords splenchcl views of Fez and

the sulrounclmg hillsides.

The Quaraouiyine Li]:)rary dates
back to the 12th century. Since
1613, it has housed over 32,000
manuscripts, playing a major role
in ensuring the city’s influence
as the Maghreb’s scientific and
intellectual capital. It has recently
been restored, and continues to
conserve its unique collections
of rare documents - works from
the pens of such great sages as

AVEI'I'OBS and H)n Khal&oun.

The city’s souks are part and parcel
of Fassi 1i£e, and are organised
corporately. Souk Attarine is without
doubt one of the liveliest in the city, a
market street with two monumental
wooden doors at either encl, which
are closed in the evenings at the end
of business. In ]JngIle olden days, it
Specialisecl in the sale of traditional
meclicines, and accorcling to Leon
the African, its shops knew no rival
anywhere in the world. Souk el-
Henna has been seﬂing cosmetic
products for centuries (including
rhassoul, soft soa b 120111, rosewater,

and henna). And if it's a piece of

unique Fassi em]aroiclery you're
a{:ter, look no further than Kissaria
Serrajine, where an irresistible range
of siﬂzs, L)rocacles, braided trimmings,
embroidered s]ippers and kaftans
awaits your coming.

Souk Tillis is renowned for its
carpets, the N ejjarine district for its
cabinetwork (moucharahiehs, coffee
tal)les, armchairs an(l, marquetry
wor]z), and the coppersmiths in
Es-Seffarine square prooluce {:inely
chased trays and teapots, along
with countf;ss other items of iron,
copper and silver ware.

A morning visit to the tanners’
district (’che Chouwara tanneries)
is an absolute must. The tanneries,
made up of innumerable ditches
filled to the brim with a dazzling
variety of pigments, process skins
tor produc’cion of sheep, cow and
goat leather in the traditional
manner. Look down at proceedings
from a neigh]:touring roo{:i:op
terrace - a giant artist’s palet‘ce in
all its colourful splenclour!

Time has come to a standstill for the Magana Bou
Inania clock

Across from the Bou Inania Medersa stand the venerable remains
of a water clock (cle syclra) da’cing back to the 16th century, its
mechanism sacﬂy no ﬁ)onger intact. A number of studies have been
carried out in recent years with a view to restoring it to active du’cy,

the latest of which suggests that the clock may well have sounded
hours of unequal 1engt11, based on the time elapse(l between
sunrise and sunset. For the moment, tl’lough, the Magana is
still waiting for modern man to show as much ingenuity as his
forebears evidently possessecl 5 centuries ago, and ﬁnaﬂy gets it
going once again.

A thousand pa]aces lic hidden away
in the labyrinthine streets of the
medina, residences huddled side by
side, their secrets ‘ea]ously guarclecl
by blind walls L)ef-‘in(l which daily
life takes its course.

kitchen communicating with the

It is, without a doubt, the finest of

all Fassi a]aces, only rivalled ljy the
Mokri sz)ace‘

This latter is an integral part of
Morocco’s  architectural  heritage.
Visitors are bedazzled by the exquisite
cabinetwork and the cl)e:licacy of the
wrougl'l‘c iron, sculpted 1’)}7 true master
craftsmen. Pain’cecf and carved ceﬂings
and cupolas vie for attention with
L)aroque woodwork set with frosted
Venetian g]ass windows and adorned

with the colours of old Bag}ldad.

The Mnebhi Palace is one of the
imperial city’s more recent]y built
monuments. Work s’carted on
its construction in the late 19th
century, and it took the very finest
Moroccan artists and craftsmen
a full fifteen years to complete.
The magni{:icent edifice  that
resulted is now a restaurant, and
lovers of fine food can wine and
dine in sum tuous]y decorated
surroundings it for prince.

Here, you will be immersed in Fassi
tradition at its purest. The city also
boasts a wide selection of top—of—
the-line hotels, including the world

famous Palais Jamai.

The culture of weu-l)eing'

In Fez, with its many hammams,
spas and thermal springs, the culture
of Weﬂ-l)eing is apparent everywhere
you look - the spem)inding world
of the Oriental dream! Hammams
and spas are an essential part of the
service in the city’s luxuly riads and
hotels, introducing you to rituals of
})ocly and beau’cy care passecl down

from generation to generation since
time immemorial .

Arousing the taste buds
With its roots in 13t}1-century
Arabo-Andalusian cuisine, Fassi
gastronomy combines sweet with
savoury, treating fruits as vege’cables
and making cunning use of a whole
range of spices and concliments,
including cumin, coriancler,
pepper, capsicum, and cinnamon -
all ingredients to be found in that
mouth—watering local delicacy,
igeon and almond pastiua. The
Enaclz required for creating the
fea’cher—lig t ﬂaley pastry that
covers the stufﬁng is a secret Fassi
women pass down from mother to
claughter. The real highpoint of
Fassi cuisine, however, is Mrouzia,
a dish originaﬂy preparecl especiaﬂy
for Aid-el-Adha (’che sacrifice feast
) and malzing use of a unique blend
of spices known as Ras El Hanout
(literaﬂy, “the top of the shop"),
composecl of between 35 and 45

different spices from Morocco, the
Orient, and sub-Saharan Africa.

The World Sacred Music Festival
and the Fez Encounters co]loquimn
Since its first airing in 1994, the
World Festival of Sacred Music, under
the auspices of the “Esprit de Fez”, has
met with a success that has reached far
Leyon(l the Kingdom’s frontiers. The
event offers a wide range of spiril;ual
music and songs, upholding the spirit
of Fezas a cultural capil'a] orches trating
excllange between civilisations. It is
recognised asone of the most important
world music festivals anywllere, and
was honoured })y UNO in 2001 for
its major contribution to promotion of
(1ialogue between cultures and religions.

As part of the event, and
open to a wide pul)lic, the Fez
Encounters coHoquium })rings
’Loge’t}ler inteﬂectuals, scientists
and humanists around a selected
topic, and provides an occasion for

excllange, dialogue, and debate in

the shade of the stately Bar})ary
oak gracing the gardens of the
Batha Museum.

Besides these two major events,
the “Esprit de Fez Foundation
is also behind the Jazz in Riads
Festival, held in a selection of the
medina’s palaces and residences
and })ringing together a whole host
of famous musicians. The festival
is an occasion for lovers of jazz to
better acquaint themselves with its
African and Mediterranean roots.

Held in Octolver, the 'lllree-day Festival
of Cu]inary Arts is a recent and unique
addiion to the Moroccan caleno]LL
'focusing on a theme that binds all of
11LLmani‘Ly togel;her. Moroccan cuisine,
like all the Kingdom% arts, acts as a lever
of (Jialogue between culhues, and the
event provides an opportunity for cuisines
of the world to show their colous.

Fez lies on the Saiss Plain at the very
e(lge of the Middle Atlas mountain
range, in a region that is a nature
lover’s paraclise. Its richly varied
landscapes - lush green valleys, cedar
£orests, thermal springs, and yeHow
ochre-toned mountainsides - provide
opportunities for excursions of all
kinds, to experience unimagined
worlds Leyond the reach of time.

Moulay Yacoub

The best time to visit this historic spa
town 20 km west of Fez is prol)al)ly
in spring, when reawalzening nature
transforms  its surrounclings into
an ocean of greenery. The town’s
sulphurous hot waters have 1ong been
famed for curing rheumatisms and
other ailments . and its thermal baths
also offer a range of rogrammes
clesignecl to get you ]:)aci on tip-top
form. The resort has always been
popular among Moroccans, and in
the 1930s, both André Gide and
Henry de Montherlant made good

use of its amenities.

Sidi Harazem

Located just 15 km from Fez, this
thermal spring has been known
for its therapeu’cic properties since
the 16th century.. These days,
you can enjoy the waters in the
comfort of a modern spa resort.
And between glasses, pay a visit to
the nearl)y white Koubba of Sidi
Harazem, where an ancient sacred
pool, protec’ced })y a cupola, stands
in the midst of eucalyptus, palm
trees and oleanders.

Sefrou

Sefrou is a small Berber town 30
km south of Fez, known for its
waterfalls and the (liversi’cy of the
surrounding countryside. A major
farming centre, the town’s name
has become synonymous with the
Cheny Festival that takes place there
every June. A few kilometres away,
along a road that climbs through
slopes dotted with olive trees, lies the
viHaFe of Bhalil, celebrated for its

trog ocly’ce cave dweﬂings.

Imouzzer Kandar
Imouzzer Kandar is a (lelightful
little viuage thirl:y kilometres from
Fezand standing some 1300 metres
above sea level, enjoying a mild
climate cluring the summer. A real
aven of peace, the region is known
for its fruit trees, and is a major
roducer of apples, walnuts, and
Eigs. Its landscapes are well worth
exploring b and such simple pleasures
as trout fishing and mushroom
gathering are yours to enjoy.
